This situation led Austria to propose the “Space4Climate Action” initiative aiming at promoting,
strengthening and delivering targeted capacity building and technical advisory activities,
facilitating multi-stakeholder collaboration and cooperation and promoting efforts to encourage
the use of space for climate action from local to national to international levels. UNOOSA has

sustainable development, as convener and as gateway. UNOQOSA is the sole UN body dedicated to

the peaceful use of space and coordinates UN activities using space based technologies thus the

Austrian initiative envisages to encourage and support UNOOSA s active role in working for the

implementation of SDG 13 on Climate Action.
