Intersessional meeting of the Working Group on Legal Aspects of space Resource Activities 

19 December 2023

4. Taking into account the nominations by States members that have been received for both the 

expert meeting in Luxembourg and the international conference in Vienna, their respective 

affiliations and topic(s) on which they were nominated to speak, the Chair and Vice-Chair have 

proposed an outline for both events for the consideration of States, and which has been posted 

on the dedicated web page of the Working Group at Working Group on Space Resources 

(unoosa.org) in order to facilitate discussions at the intersessional meeting.
