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The purpose of this session was to identify water sanitation and health challenges that 

could be addressed with the help of space-based data and information.

Recommendations/conclusions 

 

Based on the above presentations and the discussions that followed the presentations, 

the chairperson and interested panel members and participants of the session made the 

following conclusions and recommendations: 

 

1. The benefit of using space-related technologies for improving sanitation was 

not enough highlighted. It is necessary to be proactive and not reactive with space-

based information. For example, space-based information can be used for detecting 

chemical pollution from industries. 

 

2. It is important to maximize the use of satellite information in detecting more 

and more health-related problems connected to the environment (malaria zones, sea 

pollution, ground water pollution, etc.).
