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I. Background

1.  The development of a compendium of space debris mitigation standards adopted
by States and international organizations was initiated in 2013 as a contribution of
Canada, the Czech Republic and Germany to the Committee on the Peaceful Uses of
Outer Space, and in reference to the agenda item of its Legal Subcommittee on
“General exchange of information and views on legal mechanisms relating to space
debris mitigation measures, taking into account the work of the Scientific and
Technical Subcommittee”. The aim of the compendium is to provide an overview of
the current instruments and measures that have been implemented by States and
international organizations.

2. At its fifty-seventh session, in 2014, the Committee on the Peaceful Uses of
Outer Space expressed its appreciation to Canada, the Czech Republic and Germany
for the development of the compendium and requested the Secretariat to maintain the
compendium on a dedicated page of the website of the Office for Outer Space Affairs.

As part of its decisions and actions taken by written procedure (A/75/20), the Legal
Subcommittee requested the Secretariat to invite member States and permanent
observers, as applicable, to submit contributions to the work of the Legal
Subcommittee for its sixtieth session in 2021, in accordance with the following
recommendation made by the Legal Subcommittee at its fifty-eighth session, in 2019:

The Subcommittee encouraged States members of the Committee and
international intergovernmental organizations having permanent observer status
with the Committee to share information on their practices related to non-legally
binding United Nations instruments on outer space, for inclusion in the
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compendium on mechanisms adopted by States and international
intergovernmental organizations in that regard (A/AC.105/1203, para. 189).

3. The present conference room paper had been prepared by the Secretariat to
inform the Subcommittee of the updates made to the compendium.
