WORKING GROUP ON 

LEGAL ASPECTS OF SPACE RESOURCE ACTIVITIES 

 

The Working Group held a conference this afternoon.

of Space Resource Activities. 

The first panel was on the topic of “Implications of the legal framework for space resource activities”.
