1. At its sixty-sixth session, held from 31 May to 9 June 2023, the Committee on
the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space agreed that Member States and international
intergovernmental organizations with permanent observer status with the Committee
are requested to indicate in their accreditation submission if they wish to receive
conference room papers in hard copy, to be placed in their respective pigeonholes.
