From age 7 (turning 7 by next 1st of April as the educational year in Japan is from April to March of next
year) to age 12 in elementary school, from age 13 to age 15 in junior high school, from age 16 to age 18
in high school and from age 19 to age 22 in university if you go to university straight from high school.

Japanese elementary, junior high and high schools have three semesters: the first semester is
from April to July, the second semester is from September to December and the third semester
is from January to March. So, entrance into school is in April and graduation is in March.
Japanese universities have only two semesters: the first semester is usually from April to
September and the second semester is usually from October to March. Some graduate level
universities allow students to enter from either April or October, and graduate in either March or
September.
