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Outer space has become a shared domain for all of humanity and a boundless resource
of increasing importance, as the world grows ever more reliant on its technologies and
services across various aspects of life. However, the accelerating pace of space
activities—along with associated challenges such as space debris and climate change—
necessitates the adoption of effective measures to ensure the sustainability of this vital
sector and preserve its peaceful nature for future generations.

Driven by its firm belief that the protection of outer space is a collective responsibility
requiring effective international coordination and a robust regulatory framework, the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia reaffirms its unwavering commitment to the peaceful use of
outer space, in alignment with international law and the principles of transparency and
cooperation as enshrined in the Outer Space Treaty.
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In response to the challenges threatening the sustainability of space activities and the
growing importance of international cooperation in developing practical solutions to the
risks facing the space environment, the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia organized the first
Space Debris Conference in Riyadh in 2024, with broad international participation. The
conference resulted in constructive recommendations that strengthen global efforts to
address the issue of space debris and ensure the long-term sustainability of space
activities. The Kingdom is now preparing to host the second edition of the conference
in 2026, which will focus on innovative solutions and enhancing international
cooperation, in line with international guidelines such as the space debris mitigation
guidelines.
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As part of its efforts to support the development of the space sector and shape its future
on solid scientific and economic foundations, the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia has launched
a number of pioneering initiatives—most notably the establishment of the Centre for
Space Futures, inaugurated in 2024 in partnership with the World Economic Forum. The
Centre leads efforts to anticipate the future of the space economy and works on
developing space policies and strategies, addressing technical and regulatory challenges
through targeted initiatives. It also fosters collaboration between the public and private
sectors.
